EXPLANATORY NOTES


This Bill seeks to amend the Eastern Caribbean Central Bank Act, Chapter 85 (“the principal Act”). This Bill contains 2 clauses with 1 operative clause. 

Clause 2 seeks to insert a new section 4A to the principal Act, with the primary objective of providing that the Eastern Caribbean Central Bank Act shall prevail over any other enactment that conflicts with the Eastern Caribbean Central Bank Act.

AN ACT to amend Eastern Caribbean Central Bank Act, Chapter 85.

BE IT ENACTED by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate and the House of Representatives and by the authority of the same as follows—

Short title
1. This Act may be cited as the—

EASTERN CARIBBEAN CENTRAL BANK (AMENDMENT) ACT, 2022,

and shall be read as one with the Eastern Caribbean Central Bank Act, Chapter 85 hereinafter referred to as the “principal Act”.

Insertion of new section 4A to principal Act
2.	The principal Act is amended by inserting after section 4 the following new section 4A—

“Inconsistency with other legislation
4A.  In the event of any inconsistency between the provisions of this Act and the operation of any other enactment, the provisions of this Act shall prevail to the extent of the inconsistency.”
