

LICENCES (AMENDMENT) BILL, 2023

EXPLANATORY NOTES


This Bill seeks to amend the Licences Act CAP. 172 (“the principal Act”) to exempt all attorneys-at-law from the requirement to take out a professional licence and pay a yearly licence fee in respect of the provision of legal services.

This Bill contains five (5) clauses.

Clause 1(1) seeks to provide for the short title of the Act for which this is Bill and clause 1(2) seeks to provide for the Act to come into force on such date as may be appointed by the Minister by Order published in the Gazette. 

Clause 2 seeks to amend section 2 of the principal Act to insert a definition of the term “Minister” and define the same as the Minister responsible for finance.

Clause 3 seeks to amend section 5 of the principal Act to exempt all barristers, solicitors or attorneys-at-law from the legal requirement of taking out a professional licence and paying a yearly licence fee in respect of the provision of legal services. 

Clause 4 seeks to amend Part II of the First Schedule to the principal Act to remove barristers, solicitors and attorneys-at-law from the list of trades, professions or callings in respect of which a yearly licence is required to be paid as well as the corresponding fee of $1,000. 

Clause 5 seeks to repeal the Licences Act Order, 2014 SRO No. 20 of 2014.

AN ACT to amend the Licences Act CAP. 172.

BE IT ENACTED by the King’s Most Excellent Majesty, by and with the advice and consent of the Senate and the House of Representatives of Grenada, and by the authority of the same as follows—

1.	(1)	This Act may be cited as the 

LICENCES (AMENDMENT) ACT, 2023,

and shall be read as one with the Licences Act, Chapter 172 hereinafter referred to as the “principal Act”.

(2)	This Act shall come into force on such date as may be appointed by the Minister by Order published in the Gazette. 

Amendment of section 2 of the principal Act
2.	Section 2 of the principal Act is amended by inserting in the appropriate alphabetical order the following definition—

	““Minister” means the Minister responsible for finance;”.

Amendment of section 5 of the principal Act
3.	Section 5 of the principal Act is amended in subsection (2) by repealing paragraph (c) and substituting therefor the following new paragraph—

“(c)	a barrister, solicitor or attorney-at-law.”.

Amendment of the First Schedule to the principal Act
4.	The First Schedule to the principal Act is amended in Part II by repealing the following row where it appears—

	“Barrister, Solicitor or Attorney-at-Law ...................................... 1,000”.

Repeal of Licences Act Order
5.	The Licences Act Order, 2014 SRO No. 20 of 2014 is hereby repealed.
